The only exceptions are the @emsho draws the bison permit
may not hunt on Antelope Island; the person whaevdridne elk permit may not
hunt on the Pilot Mountain unit; and the person whaws the desert bighorn
sheep permit may not hunt on the Pine Valley, Viifgiver unit.

Cougar Permits Available Soon

If you want to hunt cougars in Utah this seasohybu didn’t draw a limited entry
permit earlier this fall, mark Nov. 7 on your cad@n. That’s the day permits to
hunt cougars on harvest objective units go on &aenits to pursue
cougars also go on sale Nov. 7.

\What's a harvest objective unit?

Harvest objective units differ from limited entunits in three major
'éways,” says Judi Tutorow, wildlife licensing coardtor for the
“axdDivision of Wildlife Resources.

“First of all, there is no limit on the number adrivest objective permits that can be
sold. And you can buy them on the Internet and-tive-counter,” she says. “The
hunt on a harvest objective unit can close befoeeseason ends, however, if
hunters take the number of cougars biologists ed@n.

“For example, if the harvest objective on a unit@scougars, the hunt on the unit
will close when 10 cougars are taken, even if @e the season is supposed to end
hasn't arrived yet.”

That shouldn’t be a big challenge for you, thougtarvest objective hunting is
allowed on 32 units in Utah. If the unit you wamtunt closes, you can still hunt
on any harvest objective unit that’s open to huntin

- Common colors are yellow and orange
- Used in newer Ford and DaimlerChrysler vehicles

would put the source of hundreds of thousands ¢érfawl, including pintails, at
risk.

Kempthorne is looking to approve oil drilling that
threatens Alaska’s Teshekpuk Lake, one of the
Continent’s great waterfowl nurseries. The pubés h
until this November 8to weigh in on the drilling
proposal. Leasing is slated to start this winter.

The sprawling wetlands Teshekpuk Lake habitat hosts
hundreds of thousands of tundra swans, snow, brant,
and white-fronted geese, pintails, loons, shorebird

Siberia and the Gulf of Mexico.

While many duck species have enjoyed remarkablevezes in the past decades,
the highly prized pintail — now celebrated in tl#&/9 Duck Stamp — remains in a
stubborn slump.

Growing big trout

"Brough was full of stunted bass just a few ye@s,'aJohnson says. "We
[UDWR] treated it a few years ago with rotenoneeii e restocked it with
salmonids [trout]. Our goal is to produce a fisherth big fish. We often refer to
this type of management as 'trophy' management.

"We've kept the brown and rainbow trout stockingsdow to reduce competition
among the fish. That produces bigger fish. By clvamnthe regulations to a catch-
and-release, flies-and-lures only restriction [litot allowed], and setting a size
limit of 22 inches, we've managed to get some figtein just a few years.

"Last week, a group of us caught fish in the ondghtee-pound range. The fish we
caught averaged around one-and-a-half to two pounds

How to get there



"The reservoir is south of highway 40 between Gusghé Vernal," Johnson says.
"From US-40, turn south on highway 88 to Pelicad @uray. Just before you
reach a farm, you'll cross under some big metalgodives; when you do, start
looking for a Brough Reservoir sign on the fence lio the west. It should be
close to a wooden telephone pole line.

"From there, follow the dirt road through the gated then look for the small fish
signs that will lead you to the reservaoir.

"Brough is a small reservoir in the middle of thesdrt," Johnson says. "There is
nothing there. You can camp anywhere. Campingeis liiut there are no
restrooms, drinking water, boat ramps, tableshingt It's completely
undeveloped."

Johnson says during high water, you can launcrsldoan the rocks on the north
side of the reservoir. "But during low water, itgeretty muddy or too rocky, so |
do not recommend trying to launch a boat," he sdfys.a good way to get stuck,
and there isn't anyone around to pull you out."

Johnson says fishing at the reservoir will remaiodyuntil the water company
begins filling it. Then the fishing will slow asdlwater gets murky. But you can
still catch fish; it's just harder.

The reservoir is also open to ice fishing, but nerber that you may not use bait.

CONSERVATION PROGRAMS FACE CUTS IN FARM BILL

(Washington — October 17, 2007) The Senate AgucelCommittee is set to
consider a new Farm Bill the week of October 22-Z6e Agriculture committee
must heed an important message: Conservationgrsgare not a piggy bank for
the rest of the Farm bill.

USDA conservation programs provide more than 4@0anikcres of fish
and wildlife habitat nationwide, and the decisiomsde in the weeks to come will
decide the shape of these programs for the nextfars.

Two of the most popular programs, the Wetlands Rederogram (WRP)
and the Grassland Reserve Program (GRP), ar&kaifrserious cuts, or being
eliminated altogether. These programs began tisHaam Bill debate with zero
dollars and additional money must be found in ofdethem to continue.

In order to renew the Wetlands Reserve Prograntten@rassland Reserve
Program, as well as continue the vital investmbetpun in the Conservation
Reserve Program, Wildlife Habitat Incentives Progir&onservation Security
Program and others, conservation funding in the/ Z88rm Bill needs to be
increased by at least $5 billion over the next fiears. Yet there is a real risk that
funding for conservation will actually be cut.

The Conservation Reserve Program is one of thesamand most successful
programs in the country, enrolling some 36-millemres —

more land than in the entire National Wildlife Rgéusystem in the lower 48
states. The Wetlands Reserve Program is the taagdamost successful wetlands
restoration program in the country. However, a&wiost farm programs, far too



many farmers have been turned away due to a laftkndk. Conservation
programs need a significant boost from the Sengtec@ture Committee.

On October 4, the Senate Finance Committee appr@¥dtthat includes a
series of tax credits and incentives related tecafjure and energy. The $ 15
billion package, while mostly funding a permaneistdter program for farmer and
energy tax credits, also includes an option for<eovation Reserve Program
contract holders to obtain a
tax credit, instead of a check
from USDA, for their annual
rental payment. A tax credit
option would also be available
under the Wetlands Reserve
Program and Grassland
Reserve Program.

Yet while the $3 billion
In tax credits was provided
specifically for these three
conservation title programs,
supporters of other Farm Bill
titles are asking that money
freed up by the tax credits be
used to fund their priorities. It
will be up to the Senate
Agriculture Committee to
decide whether overall
funding for vital conservation
programs will be increased or
cut in the next Farm Bill.

The House-passed Farm
Bill invested $4.5 billion over
the current budget, but nearly
eliminated the Conservation
Security Program. The $5
billion is needed to ensure that
all conservation programs are
funded, although even at this
level, the funding will hardly
begin to address the enormous
backlog of producers waiting
to enroll in programs.



The funds would enable continuation of the WetlaRdserve Program and
the Grassland Reserve Program, as well as enabbbhgamlined Conservation
Security Program that is
available to farmers and
ranchers nationwide.

Without this
commitment of funds, the
Farm Bill will fall far short
of meeting the needs for
conservation on America's
farms and ranches.

Unfortunately, with
other competing interests for
the limited supply of Farm
Bill funds available, funding
for conservation programs is
at risk.

BLM Releases Kanab Field Office Draft Resource Mana gement Plan for Public
Review

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) released their Draft Resource Management
Plan (RMP) and Draft Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) on Friday, October 12,
2007. The Draft RMP/EIS planning efforts will result in a comprehensive RMP for
500,000 acres of public lands in Kane and Garfield Counties, administered by the BLM's
Kanab Field Office.

An RMP can be compared to a county master plan where management direction and
objectives are defined for specific resources and areas. They address issues including
livestock grazing, recreation, wildlife habitat, off-highway vehicle use, camping and even
energy and mineral development. In addition, the BLM has been considering
nominations for potential Areas of Critical Concern (ACEC) and nominations of rivers for

possible inclusion in the Wild and Scenic Riverstsn.

And most importantly, BLM's Utah State Office hasued guidance that directs all
of the Field Offices in Utah to complete a routsigeation plan at the same time
they revise the RMP's, so this DEIS will includeeav Travel Plan as well.

Your comments and suggestions are critical atdfiaige in the new RMP
development. The BLM will accept public commentsiluranuary 10, 2008. BLM
will need to know what part of the preferred alstivie you support and what part
you oppose. Also, BLM needs to know what partdefdther alternatives should
be included in the final plan and which parts & tther alternatives should NOT
be in the final plan.

Support from Senate Leaders a Victory for Nation’'sBoaters

Boating Industry Urged to Take Action on Ballasttg@v/d&ermitting Issue

In September 2007 in what's seen as a victorylfemation’s boaters, Senators
Barbara Boxer (D-Calif.) and Bill Nelson (D-Fla.)ae a pledge before Congress
to halt the ballast water issue in its tracks am@nt boaters across the country
from being required to participate in a complexstgoand unnecessary national
boat permitting process.



Both Senators spoke out strongly against the natiorquiring permits for
boaters. They jointly vowed to work together in Goss this yeasind get
legislation passed that will protect the boatindustry and boaters across the
country.

“A recent court ruling has cast doubt on whetheraational boaters—people
going out for a day of fishing, or waterskiing—aamtinue to operate without a
permit from the EPA,” said Nelson. “They've neveeh required to have such a
permit, and there's no reason for that to change.shouldn't have to ask the EPA
before you take your boat out on the water.”

Environmental groups and several state attorneysrgésuccessfully argued in a
U.S. District Court case last fall that ballast @&athould not be exempted from
government regulation as a pollutant becauseridioices harmful invasive
species into U.S. waters. Large ocean-going stepsdallast water for stability,
taking on water to weigh the vessel down.

Unfortunately for the nation’s 73 million boatetise court’s ruling also includes
boat engine cooling water, bilge water, gray watet common deck runefnone
of which was considered by the court, as the casaskd solely on commercial
ship ballast water. The court has directed the tenmental Protection Agency
(EPA) to develop a new, complex and costly perngtscheme for the nation’s
estimated 18 million boats by September 2008.

“As it stands now, a permit will be required foohimal operational discharges’ on
every recreational boat — even your dinghy — imgsgéate where you boat,” said
BoatU.S. Vice President of Government Affairs MaegdPodlich. “This is an
attempt to apply a complex permitting system desigior industrial dischargers to
recreational boats that will not yield significamvironmental benefits."

Lake Powell Fish Report

Lake Elevation: 3601 Water Temperature: 64-66 F

Fishing at Lake Powell is still hot — but only tmetinflow areas from Red Canyon
to Hite and in the upper reaches of San Juan'st@mad. Stripers have chased
shad to the ends of the lake where the highest atsydf forage fish now reside.
In these isolated locations boils continue on ndags. Spooning at depths of 40-
60 feet is a sure thing where the graph shows seleddish. If looking for the
greatest chance of fishing success, head to tlwimg waters of the Colorado
and San Juan Rivers.

In the main lake fishing is spotty with decent ba&t one day followed by sight-
seeing the next. Stripers are moving toward tlekdaf the canyons but with
cooler temperatures there are many more time pevden no feeding is done.
Some may not realize that stripers prefer to féedght. When fishing is tough
during the day and fish are seen on the grapHdkeway to get them to respond
IS by night fishing.

A green or white light attracts and congregateskitan. The plankton swarm

soon gets the attention of small forage or gante f8mall schooling fish then
attract stripers. October and November may bédse months for night fishing.
Water is not cold enough to shut down the feedasponse and fish that choose to



eat at night are very
susceptible to feeding
near the lights. To
catch stripers, fish
anchovy bait deeper
than the lighted shad
school, usually 30-60
feet. Again, fishing
near the inflow areas
is better than main
lake areas where
striper schools are
scattered.

Fishing for bass is a
better bet in the main
lake. Temperatures in
the low 60’s are ideal
for large and
smallmouth bass. The
current temperatures
coincide with highest
bass activity in spring
time. Standard bottom
bouncing techniques
with dark green plastic
baits is very effective.
Bass are still eating as
much as possible as
they prepare for a long
winter of inactivity.
Look near weed beds and brush structures for thiesiecess. Structure at 15 to
25 feet may be the best target area to catch sbthe biggest bass of the year.
Bass caught in 2007 have had the largest averagaisice 1996.

Another bonus at this time and temperature is¢sargence of crappie. Schools
are difficult to find but once located they don'dowe much so many can be taken
at one spot. Remember the 10 fish crappie limit.



Catfish and walleye are likely to provide some iegting action at times. It is
getting late in the season but fishing is not diomehe year.

This newest dinosaur species was
discovered by a group from the Alf Museum,
which is associated with a high school in
Claremont, California.

In one of the buitpvisitors follow a catwalk where
they get a close-up view of bones still in the gidband partially exposed. Visitor
facilities are open daily during the summer and3tm during spring and fall.

They will close for the season after Oct 28 anghesain early March.

TheNorth American Museum of Ancient
Life is the world's largest dinosaur museum.
It is located at Thanksgiving Point, near
Salt Lake City, and offers hand-on activities
as well as exhibits.

TheCollege of Eastern Utah (CEU)

Prehistoric Museunm Price showcases the

areas' ancient past, when dinosaurs roamed

here. The creatures left bones, footprints
and other traces of their existence. The museunmiaaiy complete skeletons from
the Jurassic and Cretaceous periods. The colleatlsancontains many dinosaur
tracks removed from local coal mines, dinosaur eggd other fossils.

The St. George Dinosaur Discovery Site at Johnson Fedfens some of the oldest
and best-preserved dinosaur tracks in the worlahdreds of tracks were
discovered on the farm in February, 2000.

Utah law already places retsbns on inexperienced teen
drivers carrying passengers and driving at night parents can protect their teen
drivers by enforcing the regulations and extendivegn beyond the mandatory
first year of driving.

RICHFIELD, Utah -New travel maps for the Fishlakatidnal Forest are available
at no cost, and may be picked up at the Forestr@spes office in Richfield or
Ranger District headquarters in Fillmore, Beavet boa. The new maps illustrate
all routes on the national forest and whether treydesignated for motorized or
non-motorized use.

The Fishlake completed its analysis of the Off-kgly Vehicle Route
Designation project and signed a decision on Deeerh, 2006 . The travel maps
represent the culmination of that process. Impldaatem of the new travel
management plan began during this year, and fasests are seeing signage of
route designations and closures.

Many of the features of this decision provide cstgsicy with other state and
federal policies for motorized recreation stateavilhe decision provides for
motorized access to dispersed camping sites thatiginin 150 feet of most routes,
but it limits all other motorized travel to a systef designated routes, trails, or
areas. Cross-country travel for game retrievalamtter shed gathering is
prohibited.



Cross country travel is authorized in two smalbarelhey are the Velvet Ridges
near Bicknell, and through Dairy and Flat Canyorestof Richfield. In some
cases, other off-route uses may be authorized gpeial use permit.

One of the forest's goals for this project wasttergjthen relationships with
communities and local governments. The forest veceover 300 comments on
the project, and the decision represents site-Bpecomments that were received
from citizens, advocacy groups, and state and &agencies.
